	07:00
	Departure from Riga, drive to Paidra, Võru county.

	10:30-16:00
	Instructions and canoeing trip through Primeval Valley of the Võhandu River, which is the longest river in Estonia.

Võhandu is bordered with beautiful sand outcrops i.e. walls. There are many milldams alongside the river that are depending on the season penetrable also with a canoe. 

Excitement is added to the camp by the milldams, some of which can be descended. Water lilies in quieter sheets and steel cold spring with wonderful healthy impact flowing out from caves add the sense of romance.
First section - Paidra watermill dam to Leevi power plant dam, Leevi village (ca 9 km). Beginning of most interesting part of river. 
Stop at Leevi Campfire/ Resting place, established and administered by State Forest Management Centre.

2nd stop at Leevi water dam where we have to lift up and carry canoes about 150m.
Familiarization of Leevi/ Võhanduveere big open center park with playground, camping area, fire place and parking space, barbecue houses. Center was established by non-profit- organization and local municipality.

Open-air-lunch.

From Leevi village to Süvahavva village (ca 8 km).
Stop at Viira Resting place (privately owned).
